Board of Directors

Indian Beach Property Owners Association Board of Directors held a teleconference Board meeting on October 27, 2010.  Keith Godwin, President called the meeting to order at 4:10 p.m.  A quorum of Directors was established by the attendance of Melvin Dow, Keith Godwin, Erik Ehring, John Bass, and Mackey Ball.  Susan Gonzales was also in attendance.

Discussion was held concerning the financial and collection report.  Upon motion duly made by Melvin Dow and seconded by Erik Ehring the following resolution was adopted by unanimous vote.  RESOLVED THAT, the Board approved that any assessment delinquent after 120 days was to be turned over to the attorney for filing a lawsuit to collect.

Discussion was held concerning changing the bank accounts and using a lockbox.  Upon motion duly made by Keith Godwin and seconded by Erik Ehring, the following resolution was adopted by unanimous vote.  RESOLVED THAT, the Board approved that the bank accounts were to be moved to CAB using lockbox and the signatures will be Susan Gonzales, Keith Godwin, and Erik Ehring.

Fishing Pier and catwalk was discussed.  Susan reviewed a bid for the repairs.  John Bass will meet with the contractor to discuss the work needed.

Based on the survey, landscaping was the number 1 request.  It was recommended that we send out a request via email through the website and request responses with deadline of 11/10/10.

It was recommended that we remove the dead palms and do the planting in the Spring.  Those who volunteered for the Beautification Committee will be contacted and a meeting will be set up.  John Bass, Susan Gonzales, Committee members and representatives from Flamingo will be asked to attend the meeting on site.  For any palm plantings watering should be included in the bid or at least the first 60 days.

Discussion was held concerning the Architectural Control Committee (ACC) and its members.  Since volunteers were received the Board decided to change the members.  A letter of appreciation will be sent to David Thomas and Rolf Martinsen.  Upon motion duly made by Keith Godwin and seconded by Melvin Dow, the following resolution was adopted by unanimous vote.  RESOLVED THAT, the Board approved to remove David Thomas and Rolf Martinsen from the ACC and to add John Bass and Dick Thompson as members.

Discussion was held concerning the rule for no use of the amenities unless assessments were paid and the owner was compliant with the restrictions.  The prior Board had obtained a prior legal opinion on July 5, 2005 from Attorney Mike Wilson.  The opinion stated that the Board has the right to withhold the use of any amenity for if an owner does not pay the annual assessment and if the owner is in violation of the restrictions.  The opinion also stated that the Board has the right to keep renters from using the amenities.

Discussion was held concerning fencing.  The Directors will review the fencing requirements and restrictions will be enforced.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 5:05 p.m.
